Teen Parent School Program Happenings

Teen Parent School Program Needs a Vehicle

The Sharon Abrams Teen Parent
School Program is in need of a large
passenger vehicle, such as a
minivan. One of the ongoing
challenges for nearly every pregnant
@ @ or parenting teen is figuring out how to
get to and from our Waterville campus
each day. We draw youth from a 55
mile radius of our campus. Some students drive or need rides to get to
school and back home, while others spend nearly two hours each day

riding to and from the program. The transportation is not a covered
service and many students are forced to miss days of school and make
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up work later due to this barrier. A safe vehicle would help with safety
and participation, and allow us to install proper car seats and transport
students (and their children) to and from school and appointments.
Presently, we are piecing together options on an ad-hoc basis that
makes planning very difficult. The Maine Children's Home is a tax
exempt organization and your gift of a vehicle may be tax deductible. The
vehicle does not have to be new, but inspected, safe and in good
operating condition. Ideally, we'd like to find a minivan that could hold up
to six people. Please let us know if you can help in any way with this.

We Have Openings!

We are very excited to share that we currently have openings in the
Sharon Abrams Teen Parent School Program. We have had a number of

visits but still have more space to serve pregnant or parenting teens that
are seeking to complete their regular high school studies and participate
in the program.

The Sharon Abrams Teen Parent School Program at The Maine
Children's Home is an alternative high school program for pregnant and
parenting teens. Our school program has been in existence since 1974.
Open to pregnant and parenting teens statewide, it provides prenatal
and parenting instruction along with academic and life skills courses. All
students are registered as Waterville High School students and work
toward earning a Waterville High Schoal diploma.

The program takes place in Lunder Hall at The Maine Children's Home
Dorcthy "Bibby" Alfond Campus. There are five certified teachers on
location, and additional teachers from Waterville High School come to
teach specific courses. A full-time clinician is available to support
students with individual counseling. On-campus childcare is also
available and free of cost to students while enrdlled in our program.

Achieving financial and emational independence is a tremendous feat in
anyone's life. Early parenthood can make the journey more challenging
but not hopeless. Our aim is to remove as many deterrents as possible
and to build on the strengths of each young parent. Our goal is to help
teen parents understand the concept of positive parenting, to support and
assist them as they learn to deal with troublesome issues and to provide
a high quality and relevant education so they can acquire the knowledge
and skills to move forward in a healthy lifestyle.

Our
caring staff members are here to guide families through the entire
process and to offer support long after the adoption has taken place. Our
experienced adoption staff is ready to help find the best program to meet
your needs.

A number of people continue to
ask if our agency is an
orphanage. While our 117-year
history includes a period of time
as an orphanage, there are no
children living on our main
campus in Waterville. Our focus
for the past hundred years has
been placing children into loving
families. Today, our Hague-
accredited adoption program is
Maine's longest-operating
adoption program, providing
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expert assistance to those hoping
to adopt internationally or
domestically.
